Station #1 – Adding and Subtracting Fractions

Method:


1. Find a common denominator (Listing Method or LCM or Mentally)

2. Change each fraction into a fraction with that common denominator (ie make an equivalent fraction.

3. Add/Subtract Fractions (add/subtract numerators, keep same denominators)
4. Reduce answers to simplest form and display as a mixed number (if possible)

1. Change Mixed Numbers or Whole numbers into Improper Fractions (Whole Numbers with a denominator of 1….ie: 2 ( 2/1)

2. Multiply Numerators

3. Multiply Denominators

4. Reduce answers to Simplest Fractions

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Station #3 – Dividing Fractions

1. Change Mixed Numbers or Whole numbers into Improper Fractions (Whole Numbers with a denominator of 1….ie: 2 ( 2/1)

3. Multiply Numerators

4. Multiply Denominators

5. Reduce answers to Simplest Fractions

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Station #5 – Problem Solving With Fractions

Method:
1. Read Problem 3 times

2. Draw a diagram (if necessary/possible)

3. Pick out important information and determine which operation to use (add/subtract/multiply/divide)

4. Make a number sentence to represent problem

5. Solve number sentence

6. Check to make sure answer makes sense.

7. Write a sentence to explain answer

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Station #6 – Making Equivalent Fractions

Method:

1. Multiply or divide numerators and denominators by the same number to make equivalent fractions

2. Use division when reducing to simplest fraction.

3. Use a diagram/maniplulatives to help if needed.
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Station #7 – Converting Between Mixed Numbers and Improper Fractions

Method:

1. Improper Fractions ( Mixed numbers

a. Divide numerator by denominator to find the whole number

b. If there is a remainder express it as a fraction over the original improper fractions denominator

c. Reduce to fraction part simplest form

2. Mixed Numbers ( Improper Fraction

a. Multiply whole number by the denominator of the fractional part

b. Add to the numerator.

c. Express the result as a number over the denominator of the original mixed number.
d. Reduce to simplest fraction (if possible)
